Business takes place in a cultural context.
There is much to be gained from
understanding the history and traditions of
cultures outside your own. Study abroad is
one very exciting way to begin to discover
new approaches and build your professional
skills.

Set goals and plan for results

As a Business Liberal Arts minor you can
study abroad at any time during your four
years. The process of selecting a study
abroad program is similar to selecting your
major or minor.

e Begin your planning right away. It is
never too early to start planning.

e  Set some goals. There is not one
program best suited for all Business
Liberal Arts Minor students. There are
many good study abroad programs and
the best one for you depends on what
you want.

e  Prioritize your goals. Consider your long
-term academic and professional goals,
as well as your on-campus degree
requirements.

Consider summer programs.

e Prepare academically. You may need to
take language or other prerequisite
courses for your chosen program.

e  Give yourself time to research and talk
to advisers and students who have
studied abroad.

Can | afford to Study Abroad? Yes!
Early planning for study abroad helps you
make cost-effective program decisions,
and it also helps you prepare your
finances through savings, scholarships,
and financial aid.

You may be able to apply most financial
aid from Penn State to your study abroad
program.

Penn State offers scholarships for study
abroad.

The College of the Liberal Arts and many
academic departments offer enrichment
funds that can be applied to study
abroad.

Scholarships for particular geographical
areas or particular groups of students are
available.

The Education Abroad office provides
resources on financial aid. See also the
list of scholarships posted on the
Education Abroad Web site.

Academic Considerations for Business Liberal Arts Students

e Decide early on which requirements you want to satisfy
e Get an idea of what courses have already been accredited by visiting:
www.international.psu.edu/ea/course_accredit_list.htm
e Plan ahead to be sure you have completed any necessary prerequisites.
e Students cannot complete L A 200 abroad. That course is only offered at University Park during spring semesters.
Please plan accordingly as it is a prescribed course for the minor.
e You are encouraged to consider programs where you take classes with host-country students at a host university
and programs that get you out of the classroom and into the community.

e Seek a program that houses you with a family or host-country roommate, or look for systematic experiences outside
the classroom such as internships, service-learning, or research opportunities or the option to take some courses in
a host-country university.

What are my next steps?

e Attend a Study Abroad 101 Session, offered on the first Wednesday of every month from 4:30 to 5:15 p.m. in 410
Boucke Building.

e Visit the Enrichment Center in 103 Sparks to talk with a Liberal Arts adviser & pick up valuable information sheets.

e Investigate programs by browsing the Education Abroad Web site and by attending information sessions on specific
subjects or geographical areas.

e Discuss studying abroad with your academic adviser to determine which kinds of courses would best fit with your
academic program and work for the Business Liberal Arts Minor.

e |f courses taken abroad are to be used to fulfill major or minor requirements, get approval from the academic adviser
in that subject. You will receive Penn State credit for any course successfully completed on a Penn State approved
program.
